Class Topic: Secret Garden     

This half term we will be exploring local 

habitats and using simple fieldwork and 

observational skills to study the geography 

of our school and its grounds. We will also go on a bug 

hunt and record and identify the small animals that we 

find. We will organise the data that we collect on a    

spreadsheet and create charts to analyse the data.  

Science: Plants and Growth Care  

In this unit children will be encouraged to think 

more scientifically about how and why plants grow 

as they do, as well as recognising the journey from 

seed to flowering plant. They will observe plant 

growth and set fair tests with variables to          

understand the best conditions for growth.  

Maths:  

Children in Year 1 will be learning about 
fractions. We will be identifying halves 
and quarters. 

We will then move on to place value 
within 100.  

 

 

 

Children in Year 2 will learn how to tell 

the time to o’clock, half past, quarter 

past and quarter to and finally how to 

tell the time in 5 minute intervals. 

Next we will move on to measuring 

mass, capacity and volumes of liquid, as 

well as recording temperatures on a 

thermometer.  

English:         

Children in Year 1  will be reading the book ‘The Secret Sky 

Garden’ by Linda Sarah and Fiona Lumbers. We will be making 

predictions and responding to illustrations. We will also be 

using adjectives to write character descriptions.  

Children in Year 2 will begin by reading the book ‘Tadpole’s 

Promise.’ by Jeanne Willis. We will then move on to reading 

the book ‘Moth - An Evolution Story’ by Isabel Thomas. 

Here we will explore the need for survival and change and 

write an explanation text.  

PHSE:  

This term we start the unit 

‘Changing Me.’ We will          

explore changes to our bodies 

by thinking about what      

happens as we get older.
