We will also examine Alexander the Greats
empire and understand the religious beliefs of the Ancient
Greeks and their Gods. We will undertake research about the
ancient Olympic games and discuss the influence of Ancient
Greece in the modern world.

We will be exploring materials, to
consider how materials can be changed and
adapted. This is presented in various ways, such as
chemical and physical changes. Pupils will discover
more about the molecular structure of materials, in
simple terms, and gain an understanding of changes
that are reversible and irreversible.

Maths:

In maths, both years 5 and 6 will be
learning about multiplication and division
and fractions. Pupils will learn how to
add, subtract and compare fractions.
Some year 6's will be learning how to
multiply and divide with fractions, going
into further depth. Pupils will be able to
recall previous knowledge on fractions
and build upon it this half term.

These skills will allow better
understanding of the topic which will be
further built upon later in the year.

English:
Some children will be reading The Adventures of Odysseus this half
term. All writing pieces will be based around this book, which means
children will learn and take part in a wide range of skills, such as, role
play, hot seating, book talks and in-depth class
discussions. These skills will be used to build up fo a
large variety of writing opportunities. These include:
information texts, newspaper reports and story writing.
