Science: Plants  

We will begin our topic by looking at the basic parts of a plant. 

We will learn how to identify and name a variety of common wild and garden 

plants, including deciduous and evergreen trees. We will learn how to identify 

and describe the basic structure of a variety of common flowering plants,     

including trees.  Children will plant a variety of seeds and then look at the 

growth towards the end of the unit. 

Maths:  

Year 1 children 
will be focusing 
on mass and    
volume. Then children will be 
moving on to multiplication and 
division. Here they will be 
learning to count in 2s, 5s, and 
10s. Children will be            
introduced to arrays.  

 

In Year 2, children will be  

beginning a new topic of   

fractions. In this topic,     

children will learn to recognise 

and find fractions of objects 

and amounts such as half, 

thirds and quarters as well as 

learning the written notation 

of these fractions. 

English:  

In English the children will be reading ‘The Pet 
Potato’ by Josh Lacey and Momoko Abe. 

We will continue to focus on our development of 
transcription by writing sentences containing 
known phonics sounds. We will be taking part in 
lots of different writing opportunities through 
shared and modelled writing including poetry, 
personal narratives, letter writing, character 
descriptions, and instructional writing. 

 

 

Geography : What is it like to 

live in Shanghai? 

This half term, we will be looking at what it 

like to live in Shanghai. We will explore our 

local area and then compare how Shanghai is 

different to it.  

Children will name and locate some continents 

on a map and look at the human and physical 

features.
